Language - The official language for this Regatta will be English.

2. _Eliqibility and Entry
2.1  Entries are invited from any boats that have been assigned a Portsmouth Handicap, or who will sail in a one-
design fleet with a minimum of three (3) entries. Some of the expected classes are Optis, Lasers, Laser
Radial,420s, Windmills, Open Bics, Techno 293 Windsurfers, Kona Windsurfers, Access
Dinghies,F16s, and Open Portsmouth. Classes will be assigned race courses by similarity.
2.2 The Organizing Authority reserves the right to cancel the Regatta if a reasonable number of entries are not
received by November 9. In the event of cancellation—full refunds will be made.
3. Risk- It is the competitors decision to enter the Regatta and to start or continue any race (see (RRS 4). Each
competitor will accept full responsibility for all his/her actions during any activity related to the event. This includes
on-shore activities before, during or after the regatta.
